What are conjunctions?

Conjunctions join two different but related parts of a sentence. They can be
words like ‘and’ ‘but’ ‘if’ ‘when’ and ‘because’.

Examples:

1. | like swimming and she likes painting.
2. | felt sick because | went on the roller coaster twice!

Top tip!

You can use 'because’, 'if' and 'when' at the beginning or the middle of a
sentence. For example:

| was late because | missed the bus.
Or you could write:

Because | missed the bus, | was late.
